toady, and atlow ourselves to be bullisl by
men of Porrest’saerumpt 6n. He wasnothing
bat an actor. not even 1 gentlemar, tHisrank
as nn actor all other actors seeme:l to p'ace in’
this country at the suminit, and { judre from
beareay, and from s earlier portraits and
busta, that in o1s youth and carlier maturity
he must bave been renarkably endowed with
o body, voice and countcnance to delineste
the person~ges of hi< plays,

Abont 1860 he was on everybody’s tougue.
Not only boys, but men wnuld 2o squnres out
of their wny tn Philaile'phin to see Forrest,
and the eronds t~ut mnrched out to Brosd

A PIRST INTERVIEW.

I weut to the Academy of Muric, which
had then been upen only about two years, to-
wards the close of the reheirwai, and wns
takea forward by Jos McCardle, Forvest’s
agent and bully., wnose business it was to
protget his interecta ac the door, and pirtiou-
iarly to keep out obnoxious dealheads and
cntics.

Tnere exme out into the lchby the large
fInfly fuce, faded complexion, straignt flesby
Scure and deliberate cirra . e of tlie Awmerican
tragedian, and he trok me Ly the hand and
then started towards one ot Lae prvate boxes
wnere he delivered th me a punpiict con-
tatming his explanation of the gaarrel with
Macredy, in which was some refereuce to
tne maiter of p'ay og " Rica:lien.” [is

was ding and col'tishy gra-
ciour, After a few worls on toat sulject he
abruptly turned and nsked if there had not
been an arucle agninst him suppresscd in one
of che Sund:y newspapers for wmen I fur-
nished the eity news on Satard 1y nights.

GVERPOWERING CURIOSITY.

I had shown one of Forrest’s rubordinates
a pretty rouch article acninst him, coming
from an ootade source, wiich 1 bad p r-
sualei the editor not 1o print. W:th the in-
fluence de~potistn nas on 18 satsilites to make
them n.i ¢ :le-be rers, this man had told Mr,
Fonert about the wonderful atiack, perhaps
puttine in i .self as one of its suppressers.
As it had oot been published at all, Forrest
hed gone. out of his dizmity and necesmty,
to inquuire into the existence of his unknown
evzu when tne'r fargs hod deen ox-

street on Sunday never pped
ghort of Forrest’s house, and wonld stare ap
at the window, and, if tacy saw him. be s're
0 tell their wives and arquaintances about it.

DANIEL DOUARERTY AND PORRFEST.

1 rememuer Donie! Dougherty, who be-
eame Forrest’s execuler, 8 ving that in s
boyhood the prssion to spesk to Forrest was
90 creat that he waylaid the actor as he was
ermine out of the taester oy the back allev,
aml, puttng on all s cournge, savd:  “ Mr.
Forrest.”” * Well, what in the — do youn
want? " exoclmimed the actor in his powerful
voice. Dourhcrty took to his lege, dehix'ited
and rpprehensive together, and rashing
sround the curner till he gnt outof sight,
burst into a group of his acqumntan-es with
the exclamation, ' § spoke to Ned Forrast.”
Dougterty berame Forrest’s Mwyer ir after
yezrs, and in whot I am to relaze he playe an
accersory part. It s a singulur fact taat For-
Yest pretended to be tho native Ameriean of
actore, and Douche.ty was the somn of an
Jrishman and a Cathotic, yet the bovsof the
fast generation imbibed Forrest wnole, with-
out regarl to his prejucices or hostilitie».
Taey bad seen hi:n on the stege in such
Ameriean parts as ** King PLilip "and “ Tue
Gladiator,” und to them he wase both classical
and Americin b story.

FORNEY'S ADMIRATION.

In the Iatter part of Decemner, 1861, Mr.,
Forrest omerged fron a retirement of five
yenrs, following, T think, hi=divorce sit, and
was announcol t appear at the Aeademy of
Music, Pmiladelphin.  After he took to the
stago azain at thut time he con‘inued upon 1t
for vears, having a strong love of meney, aml
more mental enjoyment p'ay:ne than tn a
rather barren retiremesnt. Jir. Forney had
aloiost yuimed bimseir for Edwin Forre-t
through the same fascipation that actor Lnd
for boys in gencral all over the country. For-
ney had emrraced the enrliest opporfunity to
know Mr, Forrest; had feit flattered with his
oceastonal society at d nner, at a call from
by, or & note or confilentml lerter, and the
actor’e strong wilt nad crsmopolita» scquain-
tanca in past time 2 bad wreatbed themselves
around ¥ ruey tiil he w:s R mere secondnry
figureto the netor, thoueh he renlly moved in
a larger orcit and dad a betterclassof friends.
Some men do not koow that they are suparicr
to other=,

DOCTUR MACKENZIEK,

An oid grotiemsn of [rish birth and Eng-
lish antecedonws, Dr. Robort Shelton Mae-
kenzio, was Forney's literary and dramatic
editor, and he controllei both dr-part nents
with an iron hand, assuming the fuliest ex-
tent of hw prerogatives and working nis per-
ronal repulsions into both his literary and
drsmntic noti-es. [le made sctiry and ne-
trerses ¢l on 'om at his house if they wanted
Jiterary attention, and publichere had to send
him books early and often if they were to be
pleasant ¥ attended to.  If he dwiked any-
body you must not be on ood terms with that
anybody or he would mounge to die into yon,
He was iinaily sued for linel by Mrs. Glad-
stone, & beautifal artrecs whom he w. tho
habit of 1aunting with the imputation thaiste
ha!beenaballet girl. Slic wasthe leading fady
st nne or two of the theaters in Philadelphia
at differant t mus, an-l it was understood that
sne had refused to vt Mr. Mackenme.
Forney fretinily acqnesced in nlmost ever-
thinx the Dootcr did, but when Furrest was
about to cruorge from hislorg mlence, Forney
had at once to de:l with two poative quan-
tities, Mackenzic nnd the tragedivo, and the
Pootor. bemng his employe, bl to go under.
Foruey rent wne wonl that he wiched me to
write the notices of Mr. Forrest’s playing,
and to be very particular not to offend bim
oven LY ermall stricture, as he wns a very ex-
acting man and Furocy's pirticular friend.

Tdo wot know how 1t was, but I also was
under the slimor of this actor before I had
sver seen him, and it war one of the proudest
days of wy life when I vasdeputel to enti-
cise, or 1 her to praise his playing in toe
leading newspiper of Pinladelpnia.

Forrest had bitter enewics in that eity,
on aceount of his having taken notice of too
many of them who had no other pssport to
f2me than to exasperate him and be written
amongst his detractors. Veory positive men
invnariably divide society into fiends and
enomies. The three enc'nice of Forrest, as
he dignmfied thew, in Philadelphi~, were the
proprietors of & Surdy paper whose editor
was Thompron Westcott, a fertile bistor-
jographer of Philadelpria and nuthor of a
wory good “Life of Joan Fiteh,” thoush s
very opinionated ore: Mr. Fiuagerald, }he
pubheher of a weekly theatrical and musical

per, and the eritio of the same, John

. Stackton, who dicd ahout 1873 on the
New York press. Tae offense of thcse was
not w express higher aduration for For-
rest ae an actor, an! he took it in sueh per-
ronal part that they were all detighted with
the congideration of h ¢ enimmity; for he was
20 much of a man in that community that it
wne a distinction to bo hated by him. ¥
olear'y arw ™y fie'd was to appear to be
eriticising Forrest while rea. y launling bim
in the most jesmiticul way. .

JOonN M'CTLLOUVGH.

He operved in Hamlet; tbat opsning was
aleo the introduction to the country at larce
of Juhn McCullongh. Forrest had desired to
be supporte! by Edwin Adams, then ac the
head of the Wailnut-street stcek company, but
the woman who leased that tbeater, Mre.
Garvetson, was not willine to have Ada.us o
Aaway, as bis [-ce, voice aud oharming town
manuers helped to il the theater. McCul-
Jough bad beon rased at the Arch-stree:
Theater. in the same city, where he aj.pesreu
fn a very subordimate capacity, and I tunk 1
was present at his fit appearance. Betnz
transferred to the Walnat-strcet Theater
after ho had made a good 1mpresion in the
ony. Mr. McCallough was willinz to go witr
Mr. Forrest, and bi: doeihity and remnrkable
wuy of pleasing concilimied even Forrest.

McOUulloug!: remained with Forrest several
ye- 18, or until abont the time Ralston took a
fan-y to him in Califurnia, aud put bix into
the Cahfornia Theater. John McCuiloueh is
one of those men of whom yon firet entertaun
a very great expectation, and afterwarls re-
duce your estimate of his talents, while
becoming more atticted to him asa per<on,
and then you find that his personal pretuness
hae stood nian o better stead than bus profes-
#on, and bas brourht h'm poweifnl riends
and at.ention, and you then begin to mudify
your sdmiration stil more, on the ground
that his success did not come by tne proper
avenne, and finally you see the sa:ne man
brenking awny from the spells of forture ani
corquering Another fortune by sheer hard
work and asri_uity. In short, bis success has
boen 50 steady that one might be ranked as
Al euvious wr.u Lo deprecate 1. Hedriws
in his gengration almost hike Forrest in the
former ove, nnd the same clas of critizs who
deciarec that Forrest wus a bad actor sy tae
same of McCallough.

DISLIKR OF HARSH CRITICISM.

o . to my a with
Mr. Forrest. By t! ¢ foreo of his will he had
oo pellea the leadine newsp:pers to take in
thewr harsh critics and write his praises. Moet
of Wy notioer wire studics of rhakcspeaie

tracted. He showel tho sreatert .lesire tn
know who wrate thut article, and I told hin
that the pcrson was obhacare, 1nd I should
uave to get perinission beforo I relited a little
matter of office l1fe which had ulready goue
too far.

On at least one other oscasion, and I think
tnice, be sent word to know if I would nat
oblige him with the name of tne writer i the
criticism agniust lnm, nhich bad fillen still-
sorn. Tt was therefore pinin how wmuch of
Forrest’s life was ma:le unsernble by vindic-
tiveness. Ile wished to punish everybody,
not only those who njured him, out those
unhappy enough not to uppreciate iiim, and
to discover persous who fromn xood or bad
mnotives woul? detractin toe lenst from his
pretensions. Probabiy he suspected a large
round of acquaintances or writers. some of
past comnm:sa10., of baving tried ro get acoesa
to a journal with no more thanseven thousangd
cirealation, which appeared only once a
week, and then had a minor mfluence.

I think, however, that refusinz to #ive bim
the nawe of the man rather strengthened
me 1n s respect, for only a week afterwanl
he wrote me a note asking we to come to his
bouse on Broad street with Mr. McCutlough.

FORREST'S RBOME,

I etill thought it a grout honor to see the
funous man at rome, and thut evening we
rang ths be!l at the big brownstone house at
the edre of Lhe city, and a womnan showeJ us
toa room on the recond floor, opeming the
deor without any announcenent, and there
m his bbrary sat Forrest, with a smok.ng-
cnp on hts head nod & fine red dressing-sown
aroun: him, reading a book under an itlum:n-
ateu shule. He realiy looned macrmficent as
he #'oodl up in the 1ich eolorsof that dress,
and with his deep vuice, the conversational
tone< of which I alwuys liced more than his
leclamation. He gave us a sort of roach
weleome, such as an old sea-captain migbt
nave done,

Arterwarde we plunged into conversation,
MeCuallouzh bstening geniatly, but saying
notrine much, and I putting the g:estions,
for I war atready nn interviewer, ten years
before my appoarnnoe in that character, and
did not koow it. Forrest did nli the talking,
of coarse.

. JAMES BCWIE'S KNIFR.

He told a story about meeting James Bowie,
the duesnst, and inventor of the bow’e-knife,
aprepos of A buge kn.to vhios was aflixed to
one of the boosisielves Jike a sign. [ reenl-
{ect er.ough of the sty to outline it. He o2-
carionally introdu~cd the epitoct ' by God*
to empansize mis rdeseription.

*T was we Lacquaint-d with James Bowie,”
Forrest said, **andne thoug it a grest deal of
me, and he gave me that bowie-kumife whien
he had made to order on bis measurem-nts
ana pians. He was, hke most duelists, given
to spells of melan.holy. and [ desirad bin to
te!l we the etory of his killng — —
with that knife, in Lexns or Lomsiana, [
erid to him several times, * Bowie, [ waut yoo
to tetl me that story.” He wuould shaze his
head and turn the matter amde. I observed
that he alwnys wore & serwous fice for
some munutes after this request. Finally I
found him in the mood to vreak down the
varriers of s usual resireint, and he said to
he, ‘Well, Forcest, I will teil yrutnatstory.’””

FORREST'S RELATION OF BOWIR'S STORY.

Then Forrest related it to tais effect:

A certain wman bt besn very ambitioys to
have n bowie-knife fight with James Bowie,
tne sluve dealer. Bowia avorded him, not
desiring a conflict for the mere sake of meas-
unng prowess. Lowte had enough conbats
ou his hanisin the way of business and fao-
tional fe 113 to employ alt the time he wanted
to give to taat sort of amusement.

The maa. however, made it unpleasant for
Bowie not to accept his challenge, and finaaddy
Boswie settled it that ghoy were to co'ne to
=ether, cach with a friend aod both un-
armed.

The left hands and arms of the two men
were to be lashed tozether and then a bowie-
kn fe was to he put 1n the riziit hand of each.

llere Forrest tnok down the bowie-..nifo
and showed the stmplicity of the weaifon—
how it would thrust and fip npward, veing
bent and sharpened on the top, or would also
cui dowoward like 8 butcher-knite.

The mun was deweruunocd tn have the fight
and accep‘ed the terme, aad they camne wo the
plave and were daly ned, and then the steel
was handed to euch man.

A BANGUINARY DUKL.

Bowie waa Lhe smaller man of the tws, and
to edua ize the conditions had arringed for
the tying of tueir hands. As Bawije looked
nto bis opponent’s eye and ew Lim guessiog
for the #pot 10 strixe, he put his wind 1nto the
te.t han ., which wrs 1ted, and made up his
wind toreceive the firs stab there. Acenrd-
ingly. as the stminger grasped the blade and
brought it forward. Bowie causht it right
through his arm, allowing the knife to go
quite through, hacking ta« tendoue, and so he
pinned the koife back aguinst the man'’s
breast with thia bloody arm, which the koife
had skewercd, and then like a fiash of hight-
nmng he drew the knife that Forrest held in
his hand in & circle aroand his opponent’s
bowe's, and they rushed out with a sound
*“wrop —and herc Forrest shouted the
**whoop ” 1n his guttural tones so terrificatly
that you could almost hear the wan’s bowels
dropping on the hor.y floor.

A SLAP AT AMRRICAN POMPOUSNESS,

Agninet one mde of the library was a faded
paper, on which was printed in type of muoetly
vears before the worie:

At the Close of the Day
MR. SHERIDAN
Will Address the Poll.

we had entered, and reappeared with
a bottte of champagne, a plate ¢ f ginger-cakes
and threo twisted plantition cizars, which he
set before us. He told us where the cigars
e:me from, and, not smoking himself, drank
& ginss of the wine and ate the cake.

Upon a subsequent wisit to bis house the
same perforinance was repented. [ think the
ringer-cake and champagne bottle were
pliced just ontside of tue door, and it was
sd that he kept no servants, though [ do not
sea how that coulil havo been the case, unless
bis two sisters, who were hiz houcekeepera,
alw cookerd for him. Itis probaolethat there
were kitchen sarvants, but no domesticsinthe
upper part Jf the houso. [t was sil that
durwe Forrest’s marred lifc the upper ser-
vanta fell ander his wife’s influence and tes-
ufied weainst him in Court, and he afterwards
classcd all domestics as intermera. He never
wade any allusion to his warried life in my
company.

On another occasion, st the stme house,
Danicl Dougherty « pregent and tcok some
part in tbe conversation, though he never
ventured any of s well-known stories
agmnse Forest’s talk that I heard. At that
time Doncberty was Forrest’s lawyer, mak-
-ing the arrangement® to preserve Forvest's
preperty from  scizure under the arccrued
jud-mente of the Court, civing his wife ali-
mony. Afrter Forrest died Dou herty., who
was his execcutor, with a manly sense of
justice overset Porrest’s gystem of evasions
and withholdinzs, and puai Mre. Forres out
of the estatothe money in bulk jusdy iner
dune, on whicn, I suppose, she maintained ber-
self thenceforward.

TUF ACTOR’S ART COLLECTION.®

Forrest, lise all celeunities of thirty years
ao0, recervad exrermve priite for the contents
of his house, the eptendor of hia piintin:s,
ete. I suspect that his puntings and artistie
properties woald cut a verv small fizure in
cur qay. He went down into the picture gal-
lory, an exten=ion of his house, with us. and
held up a light g thow several of the pictures.
One subject was Napuleon, observing froma
window the burnineg of Moscow. 1 do nnt
rocollest by whom it was puinted, butat
seemed to me to have more outarde repuintion
than it descrved. There was a large picture
of two girls coming Jdown to the water half
dixrobed to step 1n, ard one of tnem 1is feelinz
the water with ner toe to see whether 1tis ton
colll. Forrest snid he often came down in the
mght to look at that prztare. I was more
concerned 1n hiis bust, taken when he was
about 40 years of age, and which showed a
manly head and stnkin~ featuras.

On two or three otner oocasions I met him
at the Continental Hotel or the theater,
and he seomet w me to be n heavy-minded
person of slight sympathy, thoroughly bent
on conducting his onn carcer und nerensing
s fertune, and making & virtwe of his un-
forgivable disposition.

A vmmcﬂ& TEMPER.

He forenve nobaldy; I fear that he died
with no example of forgiveness in his life on
which ne might implore the Divine formve-
ness. le had come upon the stige of hife
with a enther rebellious heart. witn rewark-
able endowments, and with thrift and busi-
ness pradence, and had developal with the
country urtil he was the pride of the rougher
olewent in it,and wmuch admired by many
persons of discrumination. In the herzat of
tis fame e morred a beantilul woman of an
artistic family, not probaoly az devoted a
wife a8 he could have fouml 1n anotner field,
nor eapable of eontrotling h s imperious will,
orof p ttinz & manly nature iv place of hiv
sensuil one, fla was better off alone, and
ucver rested until he bad diriven his wife ont
and become ahsolute in his deserted house,
ami thenceforward, with the exception of s
two sisters, his only female cowpanioLs were
suchns pliyed with him brief engagements
and were tractiavle to his will, He was satis-
fied to make money and Jraw au lienovs; nnd
this all went to fo1nd an instrtution wnich is
not of the least inituence on maokiad, and of
very sliggzat ucoeficence. "

- FORNEY’3 SERVICES.

I sonn bocan to suspact that Mr, Forrest’s
aequaintarce w.as not of tae s ightest value to
e, and the st imy I ever spoie with him
was ut Niblo’s Garden, New Yurk, after the
performance, when 1 went mto his dressine-
room. I publishel a ske ch of him abount
1864, dceserib.nez his appoirance at howe,
some of the better trnits of Ins character, ‘and
was tolo soon afterwand that 1t made nim mad,
and e 1 ceascd to eee him. [ do pot thns
there was a stonxle poict in that artic e war:h
would furnish a reronadte wan wich an op-
portuntty for » quarrel.

John W. Forney, who had been at sucn
pains to have Mr. Forrest praised without
entioism, had sufiered the keencst wounds af
bis life from carryicg out Mr, Forrest’s sug-
westion to asast to persecute Mre. Forrest.
Its kuown that Forney wrote a letter to a
certmin nctor nsking oita to detect another
nctor in i cupaand extract fron hun any
inde.1eale relutions i might have had witn
Mre, Forrest. ‘Tne letter cnmie out durine
the triul, and was constuntly repested of |
Sorney by vs politicil contemporaries and
enemies, and given the snterpretation of a
disgriceful a'tempt torwjure a woman tarourh
nakine a mao drunk. In fact, 1t stood this
interpretation. I was never aole to near that
Mr. Forrest was of any pecuniry assirtance
to Mr. Fornay, who died in 1682 with nex
0 notaing. .

POLITICAL PRFFERENOES.

Forrest was a D and any
riong that he made to the war spirit of the
North required to be very highly explo.ted,
or ne imgnt hnve withdrawn what he cons.)-
ered s powerful wnfluence from the support
of the Union cause. [n short, it was impossi-
ovle to have mucn respect for a geueration
whica teok Edivin Forrest at his own valun-
tioo, and thus rpoiled the man. But be will
aiwny re:mnain, I suspect, to be the bean ideal
of actors amone act re. kis courageoas gelf-
dependence, restraint of disspation andt pruje,
if not elevation of wind, produced their full
reward, professional su- cess and fortune.

AN UNREALIZED PREDICTION.

Ifind the following refercnoe to wy brief
aoquaintance with Forrest in a letter of John
Russell Young, our Minister o China, dated
Decomber 26, 1861. Young wae then a sort
of resident secietary at Forney’s side:

You have made a hit on Forrest; that is to sy,
you hinve profscd him tn first-cings style, J sup-
roae the great Nap leon is plesed, and it is your
own tir 14 if vou do not mave it tell: tor from,
what little t know of Wr. Forrest he wdl he
friend to any rin-imf young man that anewers his
fraey, 1 conldt ) yon wany kind things 1 have
known him to ruy o1 you.

Young added at that date: **1 amiback in
Washington in the old ruts of =«in, quietly
stucyine the grand game of sin, intrigue, dis-
= nulation, beartl and hip.

WHY ENGLAND HAS US ““ON THE HIP.”

American Vesssels Ran Out by British
Greed and Economy—A Brae
. gilian Town.

Loxpos, April 1, 1882,

I left Naw York for Rio Janeiro on the 5th
of Docember last, and armved at Rio en the
10th of Janunry. I had intended to confine
wy letter to Brazil, but the inaident of tae
vayage proved 80 interestine that I have de-
ternnned to devate n portion of this prelimi~
n.ry letter to the latter.

There was formerly a line of Ameriean
sieamers—the Roach line—frem New York to
Rio. Itreciived & subsidy for carry ng the
Awmerican iails. When the Governwent
withdrew thns snbeidy Mr. Ronch tried to
¢« bynn a fimilir allowanoe from the Brazilian
Governuent. Faling in this, he wns oblired
tosell bns versels and disconinue the rervi-e.
At the ti'-ne | began my journey there were
no American steamers runming to Rio. [ was
oolized to take a forewgn vessel—the (so-
2alled De’ ) stcamer Tycho Brahe, be-
lonwme to L Wpore & Flaltot Liverpoof. The
equipnent and manneenent of this veswel
were a souroe of constant intercst to me, for it
furmished 2 comp ete answer to that hutherto
unansrered qrestion: Why heve Bridsh
steamer<. almost entirely superseilled Ameri-
¢n ones 0a the acenn? ‘Lhe answeris: Lec-
cause they are cheap and nasty, The Tycho
Brahe was cheap and nasty; hence Alr.
Rauch’s steamers fuiled, aud the Euglishmen
triumphed.

THE AMERICAN STEAMFERS.

The Ameriean rtenmers were larze, pawer-
ful and fleet vesrels: wero well ufficered an'l
manued, and both otficers and men were well
pid, as such thinzs go on tne #en: tue vessels
were well provisioned ; the table was exceol-
lent; tae £ -tvice gonxd: fresh menats, vegota-
bles, bread, mi!k, ice and many other inxuries
were frecly ispensed ; the cooking was rood,
the table servi.e elean and neat; there were
baths and lounces and smoking cabms and a
onrier’s saloon aboarl—in short, these
steamers were floating hotels. They weroas
much ruperior to foreizn vessels of the same
class as a North-riverhoat is tea Rinne steam-
er, or a Pullm:an sleeper to an Fnclish ril-
way coach.

The main considerations are
the expensex of fuel, labor, food and stores,
and us all these—iwith certain excepricas tn
bo noticed presentv—oan oc obtuned as
cneanly ..y A.ncr can vessels as Enel'sn ones,
it follows that if the t.ruierwere withng to
lower thetr 8 rvice to the stund rd of Eng-
1ish veserls they could wamtain o succes:=ful
competition with them.

Let me now 1 c.eribe the management and
equipment of the 7Tycko Drake. She was
En-lish bwilt (the UClyde, 1866), Eaglis»
ouned, Eglish ninned. Englesa commaniied,
Every article of food and drink aboard of her
was English, every iten of stores. Even the
money current sboard was Enghish; Delgion,
French and Amenean coins on'y pissing at
1 aeny discount. Tuere was ot a vestizo
of anytaing Belgivn about her except ber
sina fiag, whic the sailors used.to spit and
jump upon in contempt.

LVADING THE PLIMSOLL ACT.

What wos this masquernde for? Simply to
evade comp.aance with the Mimeoll Act
against o erlos.ing seazoing ships. She had
once had a ** Plunsoll mark” painted on ner
sitle to denote the line of sifety for loading.
When she hoirte] the Belgian fing this mark
was efficed. She wana not rate? in Lioyd’s
Lst for fear that her rating would repel pas-
sengers. Her tormagze was 1287 remcternd
md 1848 gross. Her comp eament of officers,
sailors, stokers and servants were furty. all
told; their combined wages numounted to £18
aday: sae hurnt ahout 15 tons of conl & du
at 17 shillin~s a ton, or £12 16e; costof
food £4 58.3 tota! ranning expenses £85, or
€175 a day. She ha: earned as much as €20,-
000 from frewt.t alone in a sinele voyage!
The Captain is required to incure the vessel
10 the extent of a few hundrod pounds vpon
ne own security, the rate of premumn pawd to
mim being acout 5 per cent. The secur:ty he
affords is a cash deposit with the owners, and
he i8 al owed 1nterest on tois at the rate of H
p-r cent per annum. ‘the ave age =pred of
this vessel wna nine knots an hour: she rolled
and pitened like i cockle ooat; her smis were
in tattersy her topsail baiyardsand other like
important tack'e were rotted and spliced, and
the fod, cootitne and attendnnece would have
di-grace) a London mechanics’ bearding-
houre., Everytmug about her, incluiing the
Cuptain, was caecap and nasty. And yet the
price of passage was $165. '

A PIG-HEADKD MARINER.

She was advertited ns a passenger ship,
bonni to Rio direct. A day after leaving
she put into York river, Virginia, to pack np
3000 wore barrels of ficur at West Point.
Thore nre only cizhteen fent of water in this
river, nesr West Paint, while the vesse! drew
twenty feet. DBy dint of assistanee froin pnss-
g vessels, all of which was afforied by our
ceuerous countrymen gratuiious.y, the fycho
Brahe was towed through two feet of mud
and into deeper water noar the wharf. IHere,
‘nspte of reason »nd of the remonsirances
of t\ie passengers, the Captain took un board
5000 barrels of flour, bringing the vessel
down to 223 feet. and then attempted to
hanl over the bar. Of courre she stuck
there. For twenty-two tides—eleven days—
thas 1diotic skipper, begeine n tow from every
pastine ste mer, tried to forec his veseel
through near'y five fect of Virginia mud.
At last, when the oysters beran to
fasten themsclves on the #ip: whe. the
**shickens’ got into the boiler tubes; when
the Baltimore and DBoston stenincrs got tired
of iowing him: when the p issengers avoided
him and the snilors murmured, this pig-
hended tar discnnreed hir cargo mto hehters
and floated his ship. Then we went to sea.

Popularity of Beer — The Gandy @in
Palaces—Bric-a-Brac in Gor-
geous Profusion.

Nzw Yorg, April 65, 1882.
There are ove: 0000 licensed gin mills in
New York, and nerrly 2000 that are un-
licensed. Tenpernnce fanatice, with their
proverinal freedo:n with fieurer and fondneas
for startlinz caleulations, bave found that:f
all the hquor stores in the metropnlis were
ranged siide by mde on both ricdes of a street
tuey would compose a thuomughfare thirty
miles in length. o muny saloons, nearly all
brilliant and gaudy, princisally ditriouted
along a few avenues on this narrow pcked
iflond. form suca a conspicuous 1iem 10 the
city’s mnke-up that mevy more than the
fanatics are shocked at this d tration of
the populanty and prosperity of the traflic.
These drinkinz p'aces pmid lost year a little
wmore than half a million of doliura into the
nilice of tae City Chamuerinin, who distributed
the money umong the chantable mstitutions.
I have befrre me a cntting from a New York
paper which credrta the #in milis w tn an mn-
come of over $60.0110.000 during 1881,
and witn gen-line 82,391 personsof that clars
called *“Jdranks and Jdisorderles’’ 1o the station
houscs durine the same period. I thmik that
both these stitements are exageerated.

DRUNKENNESS DECREASING.

As a matfer of fact the number of drink-
ing ploces Las not increased in proportion to
the incrense in the popu’ation, and there is
every year less and less druukennese. Not
long ngo every corner ery was a grog
ghop, and tve fact wasn pparent {rom the
street, but now that these callings are sepa-
rated by law, the trus extent of the traffic
snows1n the sireets. The law that forbade
the retaihune of beverages in groceries was
strict'y enforced. It wasata tine when the
reop'e were bezinning to show the ex-
wuordinary fondness for lager beer, that has
resititod 1n & sile here of over three times as
masy barrcls l1st year as were coneumed in
the big and more toan half Teutonic cities of
the West. The populardrink nal been whisky.
and lager beer wasto be had only ina few
quiet litdleshops, hidden beaind grecn latticed
blinds, decoruted with pots of eversrcens, and
called bier gardeus, beer creeks, or tan-
nels. Suadenly beer became the fishion.
The Irsh, Scotca and English publicans
could not handle 1t 20 asto keep it eflerves-
cent and beady, and to the German places the
crowds flocked. Quickly the thnfty Ger-
wans wao had begun to seil the amoer flnd
in the groceries raw that there waa more
money ind less trouble 1n a munute in the
beer than in an hour at the grocery counter.
‘They did not hesitate long whisb to abandon,
when the law bade one trade or tae other to
cense. For a long ti:ne the old-fazhwoned
denlers in epints fourht agains: this Germnn
wmnovation, »ud even those who surrendered
nad a hurd trme learning to bandie tuednngk,
which was not made then as it 18 now.

AN IMITATIVE AMERICAN.

Bandy &pencer, whose " Live and Let
Live’ at Fuitun street and Bioadway was in
dinger of losing its trade througa lack of
beer, was one of the first Amecricans to de-
monstrate that there was no mystertous affini-
ty between the tierman and his drink, and
tnat anybody coutd learn how to keep it eler
aud cool and beacy. Sooa lager could be had
anywhero, aud tue beer-brewers, wao aban-
doned the old country process of brewing
the winter and selline the next sumwmer, and
who put in modern apprratus and used ice to
crente perpetunl winter, oegan to ercet the
enormous fortunca they now poesess. lLeorge
Lhiret, the richest of the brewers, wns a work-
man at Icw wagos sevenleen yoarsago. lleis
now tel'ing rnearly a gunarter of a million bar-
relsn year, at a profit of 1rom 80 to 75 cents
@t bairel.  lle uwns no end of liquor stores,
and 18 heaviiy juterested in Koster & DBial’s
uig concert hull in ‘L wen*y-third street. Kos-
ter & Bial’s success, by the way, i8 u good ex-
rrsple of the luck that met those who swrwek
out bravely into the currest of lacer beer
when it set toward New York. They were
waiters, and with Ehret’s woney and beer
they opened and mninttined the famous Tall
I \wer siloon, 1n the varementof the Zridune
omding. ‘They anacea hit, and are now in
qiurters twice as oig a fow vlocks away.
Next they op:ned a pilace concert hall in
T'wenty-taird sureet, after tae patternof the
Berlin resors, any wnoliy new to New York.
tlerc tliey are steadily and ripuily grinding
out a fortune, thouch the character of the
entertainment and the awhencen huve turned
uway the Indies who orginally enjoyed the
chance to hear good mu-ic und drink good
beer at the sa.ne time.

1t 1= true thnt the work is not 2ll good—svme
of it unt even mediocre—far which the exouse
may be urged that the management, fearing
that there waoald be an insuficient gnantity,
bernme a little erreless or over-indaleent in
respoct to qual:ity, and e0 admittel many
pi-tures which mizht properly have been ox-
cluded. It iethe first di-play under & revime,
wanioh bopes, by the infuson of fresh blood, &
chan~e of lncriion an? novel and energetia
methoie, to interest the pabli: and restors
the impaired vitality of the Amsociation,
Fiverv one of our loeal artists contributes
s'mething except Hill, whose siie has been
0 recent that he has had no time for the
prepration of new onnvases, and Virgil
Williaine, Holldridge and Von der Sandd,
Several have on'y re'1t emnall specimens.

THR PIOTURRS,

Kunath sontributes a small henad, very good
‘and charaecteristic in every way: and Yelland
two small rstio stu lies, one of whieb, that
of a log cabin reen ngainst a _brokeround of
fore<t, is rendered somewnat effective by ,
s mennting.' Several srtists 't defaudl of
things a‘so'utely new, have borrowed pic=
turer which had been g0'd, but which have
never hef re heen publicly shown. Brooks,
for instance. exhiibite hie ** Peacaok,” kindly
loaned 'y Mrs. Hopkins for the occesion. It
hae been ereatly ndmired for its brilliang
co'or. and ite minute and exq isite finiah,
fle rlro exnibits two ar three bits of still ife,
dume in his usail careful manner. Decakin
sends from Cincinnatr a picture of the famoun ~
Clnny, very gnod in are i.ecturil detail, but
hrd and inative. It isim ible ta
tell where the ground ceases nnd the base of
the bn® dine be~ins. while the lower or main
part of the structare looks like a reflection in
water. ‘The peculiar wool intericr ‘n yellow,
which Hill has dome beautifally, but many
times too aften, 1 weal:ly reperted by Miss
Nellie lopp« in three or four pi-tures. They
are not onlv like the waster in enlor, drawing
and comprartion, but monotonously hike one
another. Miss {lopps h.s #0 wncn native
ability that it is unfortunate all her indwvid«
unitty shouid be lnst in a cer-es of imitations,
whig are so far inferior to the works imitnted
that they even see'n de<tituta of the merits
which they undotbtedly possese.

PORTRAITR,

In the line of portraiture there are several
very zood pictures. The portraits of Delos
Lake and of Colonc! Ilawes, President of
the A=o-iation, are excellent spocimens of
the ability of Shaw in that lue of art,
thouzh harlly a* good 28 the one which the
Asrociation rejeetol Inst vear for trivial rea-
sons. Two svdierof heads by Stronx are
execused with haste, but with cleverness,
and two etudies in the «ame line by Woree
are remarkable, the one for'sireu:th of char
acter, the other for *ts expre-sive beauty.
Wares® * Stardio Corner.” which has alreadsy
heen mentwoned in thesc columns, i« exeellent
in reatniqne, but crowded with detail. which
dir*racts a'tention f-omr the carefully treated
fizure which 18 intended to ne the main poing
of mter-st. It «uffers from an excess of con-
scientiousness. Kerth exhibits five pictures, «
a Inrre one of Mount Shasta, waioh, thouch
good, is cearcely a frir subiect for oriticism
nntil it has rece’ved 1s finsl toncnes; a spring
scene in the Santa CIwm valley, with a storm
effect; a view of the sand dunes in the Park;
a view on Clear Inke and a sammer Iand<
scvpe in Muine. The serond is strong and
effective in light and shade, but wantine in
vnity. The three othes illustrate bhis moet
sterling merits in the soft browns of the sand,
the rib and varied tints of tne California
hnlls, and the pl aring greens and gmys that
can only be ge:n in New Englind. The last
is exquisite in techn'quc, as weil as replete
with feeltaz of uiture, aud, as woll as ite
compmion picce, 8 bost seen by daylight,
Hann’s * Returning from the Be.r Hant”
is tho best picture, everything conevlerel, he
has exhibited in San Francisco. there are
numerour {icuses 1n it which are trented with
ense and frecdom, while the accessiries are
betier in quality thao any similar work of
his with which the public is familiar,

A YOSKMITS PICTURE.

A similar onmpliment can be paii to Rob-
inson’s * Last Glimngse of Yosemite,” which
‘s full of careful work. vood *n drawing, rish
and deute mn eolor, and with trees, rocks
nnd folinve carefully elaborated. It is &
moruine glimpse into the vallev, over the
hrow of some of tre adinining hille, the ogp-
posite peaks and rides half-wny down only
being visible. The point of view which he
has sele ted. which iz unusal. will chiefly
evoke on nment. The dh'y pictures of Clesno-
werek nre nn vpen wood interior in Yosemite
valley, in which the o'iffs arv not visiole, and
asmall but pleasine view of San Francisco
fromn the Laenna Honda hills. Denny bas »
-unrine view cilel ““Close Recfed,” inte
which he has introdured wmore lisht than
usual, and eiven a freer and bronder sweep to
the waves whioh surround the little crafe,
waich 1s the central objest. Tlore are
two or three pictargs from Wandesforde, the
smnllest being the best. Varjo: has borrowed
tne motive of his principil picture from
lennvenn’s *‘Gardener’s Daugater,” his
effort beine toillustrate the following vassage:

One =rm aloft—
Gowned in pure whit tut tillel to the shaps—e
Holdinzs the bueh to tix it back sbe stood.

The figure is well puinted, but is too ethge
resl and fuiry-like for a-henithy Engl
maiden. It is, in fuct, so spirituasl thnt you
might expect it to meit brck any woment into
the rote-cmbowered poron from whose shad-
ows it seems %0 bave been mtesialised.
Awong the remninirg Inudscipes are * Cali-
fornia Sycamores,” by Stean+, and a quiet
preture of redwoods on Aurtin creek, by
Norton Bush, which is in a different line of
celor from soything he has hitherw nt-
tetnpted. Raschen’s ' [Tuutress” i \n many
roepects ad'mirably stadied, but the face of
the laly :ucke expression, and _tne figure isa
trifle 9'.id n pose and harlin tmeout,

are horrowed for the exhibition, are all good
in their special lines of strong ocolor. The
new nes aren pretty etady in New Mexioo,
on which no sever= labor h.s beon expended,
and the “Great Yoecmite Fa'l,” in whieh,
though the cinvas s 11, Ciere i good
teehine of heicht, exp:nseand the airy rush
of fillinz w.ter. The pictures which
‘Tavermer exhinita, however good, are all in
a rense disappointine, for one can never help
regretting that 20 fine an imagination and
suc1 po! of should not
be employed on works more onmprobensive
snd more mti*fying, because richer in meane
ing and ampler in expreson. Tae rmallor
room is filled with sketohes and pictures by
Ko ta, Rowinson, Kunath, Imbel Strong,
Brooks and Miss Hopps. They are best ex-
amined by daylight.,

managenent of the Art Assocation involyes
rome mmportant vlsns and ehanges.
principnl is the transfer of the nrt school and
gallery into the buudine to ve erected on Past
street by Canrles Crocker, whers it will bave
a more central losation and many addinonal
advintages. ltisexpected that the firt and
part of the second flonr will be occupicd for
bu-iness purpoces. The reet of the interiop
will be variously divided into a2 mumo ball,
rooms whore use is desired by the Sosinty of
Decorat've Art and the Loring Club, while.
the npper floor, whica wil' be far above the
rdinining bmldine, will be divided 10ty stu-
hos. gallerv and rooms for art instruction.
It is cxpected that by oarrying out
these plans a ocultured oliental wil be
githered which will diffuse a taste for
art sod of substantial beneflt in
the wav of nrt patronage. [t in ulso antici-
p ted that the nctive manigement will here-
atter be in the hands of dimintersste | persons,
who enan “0p: to reap no financinl beoefit,
enhgr fromn tasir executive action or tho sale
of pictures, the ad of tne
accruine ovly to the artimts and'the publis.
A monthly distribution of piciures from local
envels 18 propoted tn  mauner not yet fixed
upon, but whici will resesbie that employed
vy the Art Union of ioodou. Great effnrts
are beine wade to ingre o the memburrhip,
wnich will pro ably be extended to the prin-
cipal towns of the coust.
