THE CROCKER RESIDENCE.,

Description’ of tho Interior Decora-
T - tions. | B
As  was Dbefiltlog the occaslon,- the
.Crocker mansion was decoratea withla In
a'manner so tastefol that an admirer of
the beantiful in art and nature could not
but be deeply impresssd by the decldediy
barmonious whole. The ¢legant frescolug
and rich furnishings would seem 10 be the
acme of the decorative art: but from the
dominiors ®f flora conteibutions wero sent
which, in thefr freshness and purity, en.
hanced .the acknowledged beauty of the
various apartments. With deft fizgersand
eyes accurataly tratned to thie class of
work, the decorator, Miss Mary Bates, and
her assistanis worked & marvelous change
in the sppesrance of the house,
Crassing the tesselated threshold a
cntering the spacl all, en e i
scene was spread before the visitors.
‘Through the -vista of towering ferns and
tropic vegetation that lined each side, the
braad stalrway st once attracted attention.
Beautiful La Marque and [ragrant Elfse.
Sauysge roses of hiomaculate whiteness
covered the bannisters, and pecplog from
between the buds were sprays of thelr own
follage, whilz wide bauds of white satin
ritbon were intertwrined the entire jeugth.
Perched on the roses herc and there, and
hovering above in aerial Bizht, wero a
dozen white doves with outsiretched pin-
ions. At'each sideof the tall clock at the
first landiug wera Latanica Barbonica
palms with the glossiest of leaves. The
Er?iyllh portieres In the center of the hail
ad susgended belween them a campan-
¢lla, or good-luck beli, made of white
pinks and violets, wound with laveacer-
colored silk ribbons, and huog from white
sl\k cords. Extending from the top to the
mirror at the right wore cords of pink silk,
the [urlliir ends of which were attached to
the bottom of aunother campanella of
cameo-pink and- white blossoms which
was pendant.fust below a festooning of :
Eale violots. The mirror oppoeite was also
ung with campanelias of white buds and
violets, hzvlnT copper and gilt horseshoes
inside, and being accorated with lavender
watered allk, edged with ﬁur le. Anim-
mense bronze jardiniere hel® a maxs of
fezns  and  colnmbine, A basket
of pausies occupied oue of
the pedestals and —numerous wild
Howers formed a shield before the base of
the mirrors. Tho two wings, branchingoff
atthe footof tho' etairs, were sctoff with
an endless varlety of rare plauts, while
the tail magolfca and Japauese vases con-
tained tall fern sprays, A sideboard at
one »ide was draped i lavender nod pink,
with an array of orange blossoms, yellow
roses and bouvardias ou the marble shelf.
The main. reception-room to the leit of
the hall was slzo particularly oruate. Sus-
pended over the entrance and growlIng ont
of o larze plece of bark wcre sprays of
benutifal plak orchids. Anclesact recep-
tacle of porcelain and gold intho venter
of the roowm was full of fern sprays and
Jong-stemmed La France rosea. The crys-
1al and gold candelabra were festooned
with roses of this varfety, mock-orange
blossoms and pearl-edzed baby ribboy,
and tho table was full of rich bric-a-brac,
draped with pink and surrounded with
roses, Inthebay window wasa hammock
of white slik met filied with La Frauce
roses which overtlowed on to the
carpet  below. It was beld up by
festoons of white tulle draped {rom
the brocaded cafe-qu-lait curtaing. A car-
rier pigeon above had one cad of the net
between {ts beak, whilo the other end was
held below fo 8 elmilar manoer, A white
bridal wreath was suspended below the
arch and beld back with tulle. The large
wirror, bordered with ebony and gold,
was trimmed &t the top with cloth of sllver
oruamented with pink ribbops and fes-
toons of pink roses, The gzilded framesof
the glcturel were decked with roses, and
pendent in the door\\'a?' leading to the
side hall was a huge ball, tho lower half
of whitc roses with pluk presidents at the
top, showered with pansies,
he Mbrary, on the oppusite slde of the
hall, was embellished with an errange-
nient of forns and palms {n different re-
ceptacles, weskes of roser of the loret,
Mme, Lombard and Ray llenrfette varie-
ties and varlous specics of rare orchlds. A
litle owl louked gravely down from a
perch {u front of the center of the mantel
mirror, and above it was a drapery of zray
crepe  beautifully  enmibroldered, while
down the side were garlanda of Empress of
India and Marechal Nefl roses extending
In_graceful turns almost to tho grote

clow, -
The bedchambder of Mr. 8ad Mcs, Charles
Crocker is next to this room. JMusses of
delicately tinted wistcria were in a little
wicker vebicle on the tanlo and also
adorned the {rame of .the bureau, mingled
with pale-green silk ribbouns. Innumer-
able butterllies were scattered around at
random.-in odd places, and wild-flowers
aug Hlaca were prowiuvent inthe decora-
tion. Over the tripplo mirror of the dress-
ing-cose was a drapery of lightand dark
green and golden brown silk decked with

roses.

TFhe art-gallery, with {ts preclons statu-
ary and maugnificent paintlngs, was pot
ncglected. Scattercd around on the rich
rugs that covered the mosalc Hoor were
cxquisite baakets of the rarest orchids aud
roses that filled every part of the room
with their dellcious perfume.

The dining-room looked exquisite. A°
brocaded wbite silk cover was epread
over the long dining-table, and in its
cepter was an immense Horal loving-cup,
which was espocially typlcal of the oc-
casion. The body was of white roses and
the three taudies ol La France. It was
Jined with pink roses and flled with
snowballs, whilo dmplni’ the heandles
were scarls of pinkcrepe.
