He wus awakened in the
morning by the incessant and pisrciug cries o'
the child of the wife. All being quiet save the
crieu of the child, his suspicious were aroused
and on openiug the door of the rooui froru
which the cries proceeded, a ghua'.ly and horri-
ble spectacle met bis gaze. Lu one corner lay
the murdered mother aud in un adjoining room
the mangled body of the husband. It seems
thut the act wes premeditated. Parmeter left
a letter addressed to bis mother-in-law, in
which be expressed the greatest fondness for
his •• pour Molly," regretted the necessity tha1

constrained him to commit the act, guid they
were both willing to die, andasked her forgive-
ness for the crime he wus about to commit.—
We are indebted to Corouer Eicbelrotb, who
held an inquest on the bodies, for these partic-
ulars. Tbe jury returned a verdict ia accord-
ance with these facts.

Our Republican friends are great ad-
mirers vif Daniel S. Dickinson. They say
Le is a statesman, a patriot, a consistent
politician and an honest man. They
claim him as a member of their party, anu
on alt occasions hol<i him up as an exam-
ple for Democrats to follow. Has Dickinson
an exalted idea of the honesty and purity
of the Republican party ? Is it a party
that a decent man can join without dis-
gracing himself? Not if Dickinson teils
the truth. We take the following extract
from a speech delivered by him at Buffalo,
New York, October 20, 185U, to illustrate
liis contempt for the party with which he
is now associated : " Boasting a creed of
universal application, wherever Christi-
anity and civilization have traveled, itt
element is lectional disturbance, and so
pernicious its purposit, and so fugitive
its character, that it finds neither ' local
habitation nor name' in nearly onu-half
the States of the Union. The champion
of law, it deposes judges of its own party
who declare it from the bench, and while
profanely swearing allegiance to the
Constitution, it dffiei iti provision*, re-
iisti their enforcement, and seeks to wage
a war of ' irrepressible conflict' and ex-
termination between children of the same
heritage, until all shall be free Or all slave
States. It mourns as one without hope
over the woes of the colored man, nnd ex-
cludes him by law from new States when
il has the power, upon the idea of the
sarcastic Abolition poet, that

" It's well enough again a King
To draw revolver and triggers,

But Liberty's u k ind of thirty
That don't agree with niggers."

" Destructivenets is written upon every
feature of its phrenology, and its con-
structive power is confined to the creation
of debts, the enacting of registry laws and
kindred curses. In addressing the mass-
es, it seeks to influence the passions rather
than to appeal to their reason—to excite
prejudice rather than awaken -understand-
ing—to sieze upon the clap-trap of the
moment, instead of inculcating wholesome
and permanent principles."

Is not the above a life-like picture of
the Republican purty? Has il not been
skillfully and accurately drawn by a mas-
ter-hand—by one familiar with its teach-
ings and workings? Dickinson, whose
early teachings we are following and will
not renounce, says, forcibly, correctly and
sarcastically, the Republican party "depo-
ses judges of its own party who declare
the law from the bench, and while pro-
fanely swearing all 'giance to tbe Consti-
tution, it defies its provisions, resists their
enforcement, and seeks to wage a war of
'irrepressible conflict'and extermination
between children of tbe same heritage,
until all shall be free or all slave States."
Prophetically spoke Dickinson in 1859 !
The Abolition-Republican party is now
waging "a war of ' irrepressible conflict'
and extermination between children of
the same heritage," and will continue to
wage it until "all shall bi; free or all slave
States." And the treacherous Dickinson,
with all his influence and ability, is as-
sisting the party he so lately denounced
to carry out the irrepressible conflict Doc-
trine ! All loyal Democrats reverence \he
Constitution and will not, like Dickinson,
affiliate with a party that " swears allegi-
ance to the Constitution, yet defies its
provisions and resists their enforcement."

SENSIBLE.—The members of Congress
from the Border States and Democrats are
not the only ones who sec the folly and
wickedness and danger of Lincoln's eman-
cipation policy. Crittendcn and Wick-
liffc have denounced it, and deprecated its
being sanctioned by the dominant party.
The following extract from a recent speech
of Mr. Dunn, a Republican member of
Congress from Indiana, is commended to
his party in ihis State:

*ge, widowhood and orphan childhood, tho at-
tempt to blot it out of existence by a fierce fo-
ray on the part of the government, ia as wiM
and chimerical a scheme as ever entered the
brain of a madman."

DISCOURAGING »«o» Cjntisoo.—A cor-
respondent of the Mariposa Gazette, wri-
ting from Phi-iSip.V Flat, Merced river,
gays that a letter ha* been received from
William Pinchbeck:; a well known and re-
liable man, who is now in Cariboo. Mr.
P. writes that it is a hard country—advi-
sen his friends to stay at homn, unless
they have considerable money; and if
they have their chances would be better,
but then not any too good. The diggings
are spotted, taken up ; and thousands are
there, many of whom have little or noth-
ing to do. A few men are making for-
tunes, but nine-tenths of the miners are
barely making k living, according to reli-
able account*.

Mi'oh more rapidly than at first, are
the Republican leaders in Congress and
out of it, making public their ultimate
designs. Let the people note und remem-
ber and ponder these facts. When hos-
tilities first commenced, says the Day-
ton (Ohio) Daily jEmyise, the whole song
was " the Union, the Union," but now,
that the Fedi-nl forces are making head-
way Southward, s.nd believing tlie contest

the House of Representatives, on the 12th
of March last, Mr. Fessenden, a Republi-
can, said in reply to Mr. Wadsworth, of
Kentucky :

" As the gentleman from Kentucky has re-
ferred to me, I merely wish to say, so fur as
thut question is concerned, tbnt so lonp us 1
huld in the view to which he luiSHdverted. and
which I advanced a* the sentiment of tht J'rtsi-
dent, 1 much more desire the extermination of i
tbivtry, if it car- he coitstilutionutty effected—a«
Iktlim'itam—thanldutottt the 'Unwn re-
ttored. 1 wish to see slavery lit an end when
this war ia at BII end, if it can be constitution-
ally accomplished."

Recollect, Fessenden authoritatively
states he speaks the sentiments of the
President! Again, in the same debate,
Mr. llingham, a Republican member from
Ohio, and Chairman ol the Judiciary
Committee, in the House, said:

' If the gentleman annexes no condition to
hi* loyalty then his rem:trfcs abnut lhe use of
this revenue aud the divine cmlizer of Africa,
and retaining the cotton States with their
slaves and slavery untouched in the Union,
were simply meaningless, and ought not to
have been uttered. He said, if you allow, un-
der any condition, the cotton States to depart
from this Union, then Kentucky wonldnot stay
in the Union ; und annexed the condition thut
you must not, in the greai effort to retain the
cotton States, touch slavery. JI'^o, m the
name of J-Ieawtn, wants the cotton States in the
Union, or in any other place than- in the state of
perdition, if they are only ro be iu the Union
on the condition that, from day to day, from
generation to generation, and from age to age,
slavery, this new civilizer of the children of
Dahomey, shall continue, and be upheld by the
whole power of the Government?"

At the beginning of the present session,
Mr. Conway, Jim Lane's colleague, a Re-
publican member from Kansas, declared
in a speech :

"For one, f shall nut cole another dollar or
minijor the war until it assumes a difl'erent
standing, »nd tends directly to an luitl-slarery
result. Millions for freedom, but not oue cent
for slavery !"

Had this declaration come from a Dem-
ocrat, instead of a Republican, the speak-
er would have been denounced, from one
end of the land to the other, as a " seces-
sionist and traitor"; but being a Repub-
lican, he can say whut he pleases nnd
vote as he pleases—support or oppose the
Administration—vote ior or against sup
plies to the army—labor for the preserva-
tion or for the dissolution of the Union -
yet not a word of censure, not a syllable
of denunciation is heard from the Repub-
lican press.

But we have another witness—one who
stands high in the confidence of the Ad-
ministration, and who, but a short time
since, received a prominent appointment
at the hands of the President—Carl
Schurz, late minister to Spain. He deliv-
ered a speech at the late Radical Republi-
can meeting at Cooper Institute, New
York, in which he said :

"There were meo in the ?forth and South
ready to favor the rebellion, as long as it had a
chance of success. But if such un attempt
should succeed, it would lead -to a new struggle
—( a voice, ' John Brown'—loud applause).
Those struggles would be more acrimonious
and dangerous in their nature than the present
conflict. (A voice—' That's so'j. The <-ld
Union, at they had known it, wat gone. (Im-
mense appluuse). If Jeff. Davis and his army
surrendered, and repented at the font of Capi-
tol Hill in sackcloth and ashes, IT COULD NEVER
ne RKSTOitcn.
